Our Saviors Church Council 
March 8, 2011 

 
Those in Attendance: Darlene Brown, John Martin, Carson Byram, Luke Wavra, Wayne Brandt, Pastor Jamie, 
Jason Fee, and Barb Wahl. 
Those Absent: Rick Senger, Allan Knutt. 
President Darlene Brown called the meeting to order. 
Pastor Jamie shared an opening devotion. 
Secretary’s Report: The February minutes were presented. Upon review,  Pastor Jamie moved to approve the 
minutes from February; Carson  Byram seconded it. The motion passed. 
Treasurer’s Report: John Martin. 
-John presented a financial picture sheet that will be included in the Salt Shaker. At this time, the general fund 
is down about $4000. John reported that this is very close to where we were financially last year.  
-Two thousand dollars has been paid to benevolence toward our remaining commitment of $3000 for 2010. We 
should be able to pay the last $1000 of our 2010 pledge in March 2011.  
 -There was some confusion regarding the payments of disability insurance and the board of pensions during 
Pastor Jamie’s disability leave. The board of pensions quit sending bills. We assumed the disability insurance 
was taking care of it while Pastor Jamie was not working, as we had stopped receiving any bills. We are back 
on track now, and owe roughly $6000. A schedule has been made from Dec. 7, 2010 for a little over three 
months worth of pension payments.  We are paying for part of November and December 2010, and the months 
of January and February 2011.  
- A thank you was received from the ELCA to thank us for the payment toward our benevolence pledge. They 
also thanked our Sunday school for the $500 offering towards world hunger. This amount was matched dollar 
for dollar! 
Approval of Bills:  Luke Wavra moved to pay the February bills, and Jason Fee seconded. The motion carried. 
Adult Education: Allan Knutt.  No Report. 
Care and Concern: Carson Byrum  
- A get well card was sent to Kevin Wolf. 
- Kevin Wolf has been included on the prayer chain.

- Wayne will be getting April chairpersons lined up. 
- Char Burthold has offered to assist Wayne with funeral duties and finding people to work when needed.
